Archaeology Field School

In partnership with University of Hawaiÿi, 
the Field School will help to identify, 
protect, and restore the wahi küpuna 
of the North Shore while providing an 
educational opportunity for students.

Agricultural Water System Improvements

Improvements to the 100-year-old 
agricultural water system above the 
bluff will provide a more reliable 
water supply for diversified agricultural 
crops.  

Long Term Agricultural Leases

The increased water reliability 
from the water system 
improvements and other sources 
will enable KS to secure long-
term leases with existing tenants 
and add new uses.  An organic 
farm will be one of the new 
tenants near the ranch.  

Alternative Energy Development

The winds and solar energy 
of the North Shore are 
promising for alternative 
energy production.  KS 
plans to test the feasibility 
of potential wind energy 
generation in the near term.

Sustainability Institute
