Hauʻoli – Joy 

“Nā Kanaka” – People

Heluhelu Baibala / Scripture Reading 

Luka (Luke) 2:8-11; 13-16; 20 

8 Aia i kēlā ʻāina he mau kahu hipa e noho ana i ke kula, a e kiaʻi ana i kā lākou mau 
poʻe hipa i ka pō. 9 Aia hoʻi! Kau maila ka ʻānela o ka Haku i o lākou lā, a 
hoʻomālamalama maila ka nani o ka Haku iā lākou a puni, a makaʻu loa ihola lākou. 
 
10 A ʻōlelo maila ka ʻānela iā lākou, Mai makaʻu ʻoukou, no ka mea, eia hoʻi, ke haʻi 
aku nei au iā ʻoukou i ka mea maikaʻi, e ʻoliʻoli nui ai e lilo ana no nā kānaka a pau.  
 
11 No ka mea, i kēia lā i hānau ai, ma ke kūlanakauhale o Dāvida, he Ola no ʻoukou, 
ʻo ia ka Mesia ka Haku. 

13 A ʻemo ʻole maila ka lehulehu o ka pūʻali o ka lani me ua ʻānela lā, e hoʻoleʻa ana i 
ke Akua, e ʻōlelo ana, 14 E hoʻonani ʻia ke Akua ma nā lani kiʻekiʻe loa, a he malu hoʻi 
ma ka honua; he aloha nō i kānaka.  
 
15 Eia hoʻi kekahi, a hoʻi akula nā ʻānela i ka lani, mai o lākou aku, ʻōlelo ihola ua mau 
kānaka kiaʻi hipa lā kekahi i kekahi, ʻEā, e haele kākou i Betelehema e ʻike aku hoʻi ia 
mea a ka Haku i hōʻike mai nei iā kākou.  
 
16 Haele wikiwiki lākou, a ʻike ihola iā Maria, a me Iosepa, a me ke keiki, e moe ana ia 
ma kahi hānai holoholona. 

20 A hoʻi maila nā kahu hipa, me ka hoʻonani a me ka hoʻoleʻa i ke Akua no ia mau 
mea a pau a lākou i lohe ai a i ʻike ai hoʻi, e like me ka mea i haʻi ʻia mai iā lākou.  

8And there were shepherds living out in the fields nearby, keeping watch over their 
flocks at night. 9 An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord 
shone around them, and they were terrified. 10 But the angel said to them, “Do not be 
afraid. I bring you good news that will bring great joy for all the people. 11 Today in the

13 Suddenly a great company of the heavenly host appeared with the angel, praising 
God and saying,14 “Glory to God in the highest heaven, and on earth peace to those on 
whom his favor rests.”15 When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the 
shepherds said to one another, “Let’s go to Bethlehem and see this thing that has 
happened, which the Lord has told us about.”16 So they hurried off and found Mary 
and Joseph, and the baby, who was lying in the manger.  

20 The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things they had heard 
and seen, which were just as they had been told.       

Manaʻo / Thoughts  

Ke Haʻi Aku Nā ʻĀnela i Ka NūʻOli, Uhaele Wikiwiki Nā Kahu Hipa! 
(When Angels Bear Joyful News, Shepherds Go Hastily!) 

Nā kahu hipa, or shepherds sat on a quiet hilltop watching over their hipa (sheep) that 
night.  They were common people like you and me.  The angels announce the good news 
of Jesus’ birth to them in the midst of their work.  They respond with wonder, curiosity and 
faith as they seek the savior whom the angels proclaimed.  The angels are the proclaimers 
of this great news.  The shepherds were the receivers of that good news.  Both were acting 
on their faith.  The angels spoke the message of life and love.  Nā kahu hipa are the 
faithful people of God who seek their savior in the baby Iesū. 

How the shepherds responded that night was the best!  They left immediately to search 
and find the baby Iesū and His promise.
